GUILD INSURANCE COVER

FOR THE REGIONS

The Guild has an insurance policy with Hiscox, policy number HU P16 1497141.  
This policy gives our regions, as part of The Guild, the following cover:

Public Liability - legal liability in respect of death, accidental injury to or illness of any person (other than employees) and/or damage to third party property happening in connection with the business (quilting and associated/similar activities).

Limit of Indemnity is £10,000,000 any one occurrence and unlimited in the period of insurance, plus legal costs and expenses. 
Excess – £250 third party property damage.  There is no excess for third party injury.
Employers’ Liability – legal liability in respect of death, accidental injury to or illness of any employee of The Guild and Guild volunteers happening in connection with the business.  
Limit of indemnity is £5,000,000 for any one occurrence and unlimited in the period of insurance including legal costs and expenses.
Excess - Nil
The cover includes member to member liability, tutors and speakers, meetings and exhibitions and is subject to EU geographical limit and jurisdiction.  This cover is for Guild events.  An event cannot be a Guild event if we do not know about it, so please remember to submit a notification form for each event that you are holding.
Guild Property – Property belonging to the Region (e.g. quilt stands, sewing machines, banners, etc.) is insured against loss or damage, but only if we know about it at the office in York.  This is why it is important to file your annual Register of Assets.  If you get anything new and expensive during the year, let us know and we can add it to your Register of Assets to make sure it is covered by our insurance.

Quilts on show at a Guild event are covered for loss or damage subject to a £250 excess.

Venue – Official meetings and events of The Quilters’ Guild anywhere within Great Britain, Northern Ireland, the Channel Islands or the Isle of Man are covered.

Period – the insurance is renewed annually on 31st March. 
The cover is subject to the insurer’s normal policy terms, conditions, extensions and exclusions etc.

Health and Safety
Please remember to act sensibly and keep safety in mind when running your events.  For example, make sure that legs of quilt stands do not stick out into walkways, that cables for sewing machines or projectors do not trail where people are walking, that all scissors and blades are correctly used and stored.  This will help to ensure that we do not have any accidents and do not need to claim on our insurance. 
What to do in case of accident 

If an accident occurs please do not admit liability.  Take the name, address and telephone number of the person to whom the accident has happened and of any witnesses.  This is really important.  As soon as possible write down, for your own reference, a note of what happened and how it happened.  Contact The Guild Head Office as soon as possible to let us know that an accident has happened and we can then contact our insurance brokers for guidance.

What to do in case of loss or damage 

Take the name, address and telephone number of the people involved in the incident and of any witnesses.  Once again, this is really important.  As soon as possible write down a note of what happened and how it happened.  If anything has been stolen you must contact the Police and report the theft, making a note of the Crime Reference Number.  Without this number the insurance company will not consider any claim for theft.  Contact The Guild Head Office as soon as possible to let us know what has happened and we can then contact our insurance brokers for guidance.
