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Standards for Judging Young Quilter Entries in the AGM Challenge

Individual entries
The age bands for judging will be 10 and under, and 11-16 years. 

Entrants must be a member of Young Quilters
The winner of the Doris Debney Prize will be selected from the individual quilts in the 10 and under and 11-16 age categories.

Group entries

Any school or adult leader of a sewing group who subscribes to the YQ Newsletter, or is a YQ volunteer, may enter a group quilt into the AGM YQ Challenge.
Entries into the YQ Challenge will be judged according to the following criteria:

General Appearance

Fulfils category/theme rules

· Size restrictions - a quilted item up to 60cm (24”) 

· Theme “Alice in Wonderland”
· The quilted item can be something useful or decorative.

· Any technique can be used – patchwork, quilting, appliqué or a mixture of techniques, hand or machine sewing.

· The work needs to be done by the YQ member. Any help received should be recorded on the entry form.
Presentation

· Clean and free of markings, dirt or loose threads.
Overall statement

· What first impression does the quilt give? 

· What is the quilt’s ‘Wow’ factor?

Workmanship

Construction

· Piecing is accurate and precise. 

· Seams are flat and complete.

· Stitches are strong and will last.

Quilting/Embellishment

· Quilting stitches are evenly spaced and uniform. 
· Embellishments are securely applied.

Finishing

· Piece lies or hangs flat (if applicable)

· Edges and corners are finished neatly.
Design and Creativity

Composition

· Balance of lights and darks.

Colour

· Colours are harmonious

· Prints and solid fabrics complement each other

· Border, binding and backing colours complement the other colours in the quilt.

Choice and suitability of materials

· Fabric weave and fibre type appropriate for the design and function.

· The quilting supports the wadding and holds it in place.
