Halloween Wall Hanging
· Approximate finished size 34cm x 34cm

· Choose between haunted house or pumpkin designs

Requirements

For both designs –

· 1 square of any suitable coloured backing fabric, approximately 35cm x 35cm
· 4 strips of any Halloween colours fabric, approximately 7cm x 35cm for a border
· 1 square of fabric approximately 26cm x 26cm, to contrast with your applique design, e.g. plain black for the pumpkin background, plain orange or yellow for the haunted house and ghost

· Small pieces or scraps of plains for the appliques, e.g. black for the house and the cat, white for the ghost, orange for the pumpkin, yellow for the pumpkin’s face and silver for the moon   

· 1 square of thin wadding approximately 36cm x 36cm

· Few sprays of 505 fabric glue

· Small amount of bondaweb for applique designs or use some glue stick

· 1 thin garden twig approximately 40cm long

· Black felt pen

· 2 longish pieces of raffia as a hanging cord

· 1 thick black pipe cleaner for the spider, cut into 4 equal pieces
· Black, white, orange and yellow machine threads

1.  Once you have decided which applique designs to use, glue the backing fabric to the wadding using a few sprays of the 505 glue.  Then on the other side of the wadding , spray glue the plain 26cm x 26cm square centrally, leaving an even border of wadding round all four sides.

2.  Attach the border strips to the 26cm x 26cm applique background square, right sides together and machine 1cm from the inside edge through all the layers, top and bottom first, press away from the central square and then the same with the side strips.

3.  Trace and cut out a paper pattern for each of the applique shapes you will be using.  There is no need for a seam allowance to be added.  If using bondaweb, at this stage you will need fuse it to the scraps of plain fabric, draw round the patterns for applique on the back of the bondaweb and cut out.  If using glue stick, draw onto the back of the fabric and cut out the shapes.  Use the glue sparingly. 

4.  Fuse or glue the applique shapes to the central square as shown in the photo or as you wish.  Machine round the edges of the shapes, through all four layers, using a small zigzag, or straight stitch. 
5.  Draw a large  BOO ! with the black felt pen, next to the haunted house and beneath the ghost, if using that design.

6.  Pin down the edges of the wall hanging and trim all the layers if necessary.  Machine all the way the outside edge with a large zigzag stitch in a contrast Halloween colour to the main background.  The wall hangings in the photo have bound edges, but it is easier and quicker not to do this.
7.  Cut 4 short lengths from one piece of raffia and attach and sew in four places along the top back edge of the wall hanging, so that they can be tied and knotted over the garden twig.  Trim if necessary and use the other length of raffia to attach and knot to either end of the twig for hanging.

8. For the spider, twist the 4 cut pieces of black pipe cleaner together in the centre, to form 8 legs.  Attach the spider with a long piece of black thread to the twig so that it dangles from the twig across the wall hanging!
