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This session we will be making a cushion cover from the Cat in the window block we made in June. If you missed this meeting, you can make a cushion cover from any of the blocks we have made previously, or you can choose a fabric at the July meeting and use this as your cushion centre.

We are making an envelope style cushion cover. The big advantage of this style is that there are no fastenings!

You will need to bring your own cushion pad – I bought one from Dunelm Mill for £3.99.  
Instructions.

Check the sizes of your block and your cushion pad.

Add borders to your block to make the front of the cushion the same size as the cushion pad. You can add wadding and a backing fabric to the cushion front, pin it, tack it, then quilt it at this stage, if you want to.
Select a backing fabric, and cut this to the width of your cushion front and one and a half times as long. So, if your cushion front is 16”, you need a rectangle of fabric for the back which is 16” wide x  24” long.

Cut across the width of the backing fabric approximately two thirds of the way down – you just need one piece longer than the other.

Turn over a hem on each piece (to the wrong side of the fabric) and sew in place.

Position the backing fabric pieces over the front of the cushion, right sides together – this will give you  overlapping backing  pieces.
Pin the backing and cushion front together.

Sew all the way round – you don’t need to leave an opening. If you want to, you can round off the corners. Trim the corners to make turning easier.

Turn right sides out, and press. 

Overstitch close to the edge of the cushion cover for added strength, and put in the cushion pad to complete your cushion.
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
