- Creating letters using paint or fabric pens
- Adding words or text using markers
- Appliquéing strips or shapes of fabric
- Finishing your piece with a border.

And what about the inspiration for your text?
- What do you like?
- Ordislike?
- How are you feeling?
- What do you see around you?
- What message do you want to give the world?

Once your piece is complete, you could hang it as art, use it on a bag or folder, or
incorporate it into a bigger piece of work.
